The Science Resource Center (in PENN 211 and KEYS 140) provides an on-ground space where you can access 
anatomical models, microscopes, textbooks and tutoring all in one place. Our friendly, knowledgeable and 
welcoming tutors can help you understand course content and learn study skills to become a successful 
student in BIOS and CHEM.  

o The SRC has the same anatomical models that you use in Lab and will be tested on for practical exams. We 
also have textbooks, microscopes, whiteboards etc 

o You can choose to work independently or with a tutor. If you prefer to work by yourself but have a question 
we’re available to help. 

o Students often join with classmates to study so the work is shared and easier to understand. 
o You will benefit from networking with tutors and fellow students and will learn about volunteer, scholarship 

and employment opportunities. You will be surrounded by people who want you to succeed! 
o No appointment is necessary, just walk-in during open hours.
